The synagogue is open for services and by
special arrangement.

Services, to which visitors are welcomed, take
place on a regular basis. They are conducted
in Hebrew.

Many groups visit the Synagogue and the
experience contributes to the religious and
secular education of schoolchildren and the
wider community.

A simple ramp is available for visitors in
wheelchairs.
